With a DPhil in Economics from Oxford, where he went as a Rhodes scholar,
he worked with the UN system and GATT/WTO in Geneva, was Economic Advisor and then Secretary of
Telecom Regulatory Authority of India and has been a member of high-level policy committees and
expert committees. He has also been Executive Director at Brookings India.

ECONOX, The Economics Society, College of Vocational Studies conducted a webinar on
"Mental health and emotional intelligence” on 18 November’22. Around 35 students from
various colleges across the nation attended the program.

The webinar started off with Dr. Nisha Khanna going into great length about the value of
emotional intelligence and mental health, starting with how to recognize the state of mental
health. A person might have poor mental health and be unaware of it; people frequently
become upset by regrets, failures, strained relationships, and other factors that have a negative
impact on their mental health. She gave a quick explanation of how our mental and physical
health differ, and how while physical illness is simple to recognize, mental disruption is equally
challenging.
