i nvol venent by the students all year long. This can cone as a
chal | enge as the students have to nanage these activities al ong
wWith their study schedule. Further, sone activities involving
comrunity service requires funds and expert assistance. The
procurenent of funds and conpetent resources can delay the
process. Anot her challenge faced during the pandem c was reachi ng
out to participants as they were placed throughout the | ength and
breadth of the country. Mdst of the community outreach activities
requi res physical participation and this was a major limtation
due to Covid restrictions.

Title of the Practice 2
Engagenent and support to students
bj ectives of the Practice

The pandem ¢ has brought the world to a standstill and confined
each one to their honmes. Al activities were conducted in a
virtual node using the digital platforns such as Google Meet,
Googl e G assroom M crosoft Teans, Zoom WhatsApp, YouTube, etc.
This essentially led to a cut off on the social front. There was a
need to provide a platformor a nmedium where the students and
faculty could interact with each other. The intended outcone of
this practice was to nake online teaching-learning activities nore
lively and engagi ng.

The Cont ext

During the unfortunate onset of pandem c, the students and faculty
were confined to their hones during the | ockdown and restrictions.
Al teaching-learning activities were suddenly shifted to a
digital platform The students and teachers had to enbrace this
and many had to put in efforts to get accustoned to such
platforms. The teachers had to nmake sure that teaching and
assessnent is not inpacted despite this overnight shift. Another
chal | enge faced was the non-availability of |ibrary resources.
Further, there was an urgent need for students and teachers to
communi cate with each other in these stressful tines.
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The Practice

The coll ege faculty was exceptionally sensitive to the enotional
and academ c needs of the students and undertook all-out efforts
to include all students in teaching-learning activities by

provi ding academ c materials regularly including hand-witten
notes, e-books, PPTs, etc. extendi ng beyond the stipulated

t eachi ng hours.

Many webi nars/events were conducted on subjects invol ving
academ cs, psychol ogi cal and social issues. The annual events of
student societies were conducted in a virtual node and this al so
i ncl uded nunerous fun activities that encouraged student
participation and to overcone the nonotony and stress. Al the
official notifications fromthe college were posted regularly on
the college website and through emails to the college staff. The
col l ege al so has a Facebook page with the nanme SMC CVS, short for
Soci al Media Chanpion CVS, which is an initiative of Mnistry of
Human Resource Devel opnent (MHRD). The event announcenents and
ot her information was posted regularly on this page. Several
canpai gns were organi sed by SMC CVS that ained at encouragi ng
students and faculty to participate.

Evi dence of Success

Departnent of History gifted phones to few needy students to
facilitate themin taking online classes.

The Schol arship Conm ttee al so provided financial assistance
towards paynent of Internet charge to students which was funded by
vol untary contributions of the coll ege teachers.

SMC CVS Corona Diaries, a conpetition organized by SMC CVS to
encourage creativity anongst the coll ege students and faculty
menbers. The main aimof the event was to engage students and
encourage their participation during the pandem c. Seventy-four
entries were received including those fromteachers, the student
entries were judged by the college faculty and the results were
posted on the Facebook page of SMC CVS. This was started to
encourage the students to tap into their creative potential and
share the same with all. The submtted entries were under

di fferent heads including painting and sketches, dance perfornmance
vi deos, self-conposed poetry recitation, cooking recipe videos,
phot ography, to nanme a few. Participation/nerit certificates were
awarded to the students.
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SMC CVS NovaStar, a canpai gn/ Facebook posts by SMC CVS regularly
to encourage students and felicitate themfor their achievenents
and nerit during their three years in college. The students were
selected fromdifferent courses and student society

acconpli shnments based on the recommendati ons of the teachers. This
gave a feeling of bel ongi ngness and encouraged themto perform
better.

Anot her series run by SMC CVS was Paras: Meet your Faculty, which
descri bed a college faculty nenber including their academ c
qgualifications, acconplishnments and extra-curricular skills. This
series provided a nuch needed connect between students and
teachers in a virtual node.

Due to restrictions and online node, the farewell parties could
not be held for the outgoing students. SMC CVS started a series
Farewel | Notes 2021 to bid farewell to each student individually
with a witeup to celebrate their academ c excell ence and
acconplishnents along with their photographs.

Probl ens Encount ered and Resources Required

The students were taking classes in a virtual node and it required
devi ces and Internet connection. In order to provide assistance to
students, sufficient funds collection was a challenge. Alimted
nunber of students could participate due to various constraining
factors. The challenge here was to involve all the students and to
encourage inclusion of all students in such stressful tines. The
coll ege attenpted to bridge the gap between the students and
faculty by posting series on SMC CVS and conducting webi nars on
varied topics.
